‘I first met Kathleen after a talk she gave on William Blake in my
first year at Oxford University, 1955; Ginsberg in 1959–60 when 
I was producing the first issues of New Departures; and Frances
in 1960 – we were soulmates for the following two decades. 
My lecture will explore a few aspects of the relationships between
the four of us.’
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Michael Horovitz, obe was born in 
1935 in Frankfurt, the youngest of 10 
children whose parents brought the 
family to England in 1937. Michael has 
been an artist in many media for most 
of his life, notably literature, visual arts, 
singer-songwriting and other musics. 
In 1980 he launched the Poetry Olympics
festivals. His poetry publications in 
print include Midsummer Morning Jog Log
(1986, illustrated by Peter Blake), 
Wordsounds & Sightlines (1994 and 2001, 
cover by David Hockney), and A New 
Waste Land: Timeship Earth at Nillennium
(2007). He is currently fronting the 
William Blake Klezmatrix Band.
